• What does the flesh profit in regard to eternal life? 

• Within a crowd of disciples or followers, there are some who believe and some who do not 
believe. 

• Who grants access to Jesus?  

Verses 66-71 

• Jesus was making hard statements; statements about leaving everything behind, statements 
about carrying a cross, statements about partaking of Jesus, How many were turning 
back/falling away? 

• What did Jesus ask of the twelve? 

• What did they say they had come to know? If they had, who granted this? 

• And yet one of the disciples did not believe, who was it? 

• Think about it, Judas followed Jesus, witnessed miracles, listened to His teaching, was 
granted authority to do many of the same things, yet he did not believe. Mark 4:12, "So that 
WHILE SEEING, THEY MAY SEE AND NOT PERCEIVE, AND WHILE HEARING, 
THEY MAY HEAR AND NOT UNDERSTAND, OTHERWISE THEY MIGHT 
RETURN AND BE FORGIVEN.'"
