Verses 1-2 
 

• What does it mean to hold fast? 

• What does it mean to believe in vain? 

• Is Paul teaching we can lose our salvation, or is he teaching true salvation will persevere? We 
will see more when we get to Hebrews. 

Verses 3-11 

• This is the gospel in a nutshell. “Gospel” means “good news”.  

• What did Jesus do “according to the Scriptures”? 

• When we were in the Gospels; Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, we saw that Jesus appeared 
to the disciples after His resurrection. How many others saw Jesus at this time? 

Verses 12-19 

• Without the resurrection of Jesus, what would our faith be? 

• Why would we still be in our sins? Think this through. 

Verses 20-28 

• Who is contrasted in this passage? 

• The capitalized verse is from the Psalms and we will see it again in Hebrews. 

• A subject is a person under subjection, typically subjection to a king. 

Verses 29-34 

• In what way does Paul die daily? 

• I’m sure you have heard verse 33. We use it as a stand-alone verse, but what is it’s context? 

• What does sober-minded mean? 

• What did Paul speak that was shameful to these men? 

Verses 35-41 

• When you sow a seed, the seed has to die before it will produce it’ fruit. What is Paul 
describing with this explanation? 

Verses 42-49 

• What kind of body is sown in death and what kind of body is raised in resurrection? 



• Who is referred to as the first man here? The second man? 

Verses 50-57 

• What does not inherit the kingdom of God? 

• What will happen when the trumpet sounds? 

• When will this happen? 

• What is the sting of death?  

• What is the power of sin? Explain this. 

Verse 58

• What does Paul instruct in this passage? 

Verses 5-9 

• Paul longs to see them again. 

• What does he say in verse 9 in regard to ministry? 

Verses 10-11 

• What does he instruct regarding Timothy?

• What does Paul instruct here? Again he mentions love. 

Verses 15-18 

• What does he instruct here? 

Verses 19-24 

• Who is with him while he is writing this letter? 

• What did they have in their house? 

• What does he confirm in verse 21 with regard to this letter?
